Submitted photographs will be judged at the end of each season in four categories: historical buildings, landscapes, wildlife, and events.
Participant Age Groups

     Adults - 20 and Over

     Teen    - 13 – 19

     Youth  - 12 and Under
Categories

1. Historical Buildings (Farmstead Buildings, Train Depot Museum)
2. Landscapes (Gardens, Flowers, Creek, Trails, Trees, Fields)

3. Wildlife (Birds, Animals, Butterflies)
4. Events  (e.g. Apple Festival, Workshops, Tours)
Entry Rules

1. All submitted photos must have been taken on NVHS properties:  
Bements-Billings Farmstead, Railroad Depot Museum, Nature Trails, Maple Grove, Black Powder Range, NVHS-sponsored Event.  
2. Photos may be color or black & white.
3. Participants are encouraged to submit photos in multiple categories.
4. Participants must have taken the photos they submit
Submissions

1. Photos must be submitted as jpeg files, not to exceed 500 KB.
2. E-mail photos and entry form to the contest administrator

3. Each file name must include Photographer’s Name and Photo Title
(Examples:  Kevin Smith_Vegetable Garden.jpg)

4. There is no fee for entries.
Timeframes / Deadlines:  
  Submit Seasonal photos at any time between the following dates:

     Spring photos between March 21 and June 21, 2011. 
     Summer photos between June 22 and September 21, 2011.

     Fall photos between September 22 and December 21, 2011.

     Winter photos between December 22, 2011 and March 21, 2012.
Judging

     A NVHS Photo Contest Committee will judge the photos 
     on the following criteria:
1. How well photo portrays the buildings, landscape, wildlife, event.
2. Technical aspects including composition, exposure, clarity and overall visual impact.
3. 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners will be announced each season, in each category, for each age group. 

Winner Announcements

1. Entries will be posted on the NVHS website www.nvhistory.org in the order in which they are received.

2. Winning entries will be announced on the NVHS website within 4 weeks of the season deadline.
3. For the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners, a Winner’s Certificate will be e-mailed to the participant. 
Permission to Use
Participants must have taken the photos they submit.  By entering the NVHS Photo Contest, participants / participant parent or legal guardian grant permission for NVHS to reproduce the images for editorial, promotional and display use including but not limited to the following:
1. Display at the Bement-Billings Visitors Center or Depot Museum

2. Presentation on the NVHS website

3. Inclusion in NVHS promotional material in both print and electronic media forms as well as future NVHS advertising efforts.
